Eileen Maastricht, Esq.

Topic: Logos, trademarks & intellectual property rights.
Ms. Eileen Maastricht was born in Miami and attended Arizona State University. She later went to Chicago to complete her law degree from Nepal University. Her area of expertise is in copyrights, trademarks and estate planning.

Eileen informed us that there are three aspects of intellectual property: patents, trademarks and copyrights.

Patents have to do with tangible inventions; trademarks are words, symbols, slogans or names that represent a product or service.

Copyrights are artistic or literary works such as music, novels, songs and software.

Common Law Trademarks has a mark for example a dentist that advertises, “taking care of people not just teeth”. This trademark would be automatic and protected in the local vicinity however would not be protected elsewhere. By establishing a trademark, legal protection and recourses would be maximized against infringement to include a larger geographic area. 

There are six steps to the registration process: 1) determination of the scope of protection; 2) availability search; 3) application; 4) examination by PTO; 5) publication for opposition; 6) registration.

Remember that if you write a poem or document you should write a © at the end to let everyone know that this is your original creation. The terms of a copyrighted document is the life of the author plus 70 years. This law was championed by the late US representative and artist, Sonny Bono. Registration is not mandatory however it will provide you with greater legal protection.
