If an adult is not available to take delivery of the regulated products in a customer's order, the deliverer will remove those regulated products from the order and either reschedule the delivery or recalculate the

The FDA requires that anyone under the age of 27 show proper photo identification with the purchaser's date of birth when purchasing cigarette, cigar or smokeless tobacco products.
