Karla Castellanos- Rotary World Peace Scholar

Ms. Karla Castellanos is a native of New York who grew up in Honduras. At the age of 17 she left Honduras and enrolled at Miami Dade Community College. Karla then moved on to the University of Miami where she graduated as an architect. Teaching is her passion and to that end she is a professor at Miami Dade Community College. Karla has also worked with the renowned community development firm of Zysoovich Inc. 

Karla represented us as our 2000-2001 Rotary Ambassadorial Scholar in the UK, Rotary International District 1090. During this time she had the opportunity to attend a ceremony at Windsor as well as visit Germany and Egypt.

This part of her life was instrumental in her decision to apply for the Rotary World Peace Scholarship. Karla also went to Guayaquil, Ecuador where she was able to employ her architectural skills in developing a regeneration project. This project was the catalyst for converting an essentially crime ridden and impoverished area to a thriving and appealing community which is attracting businesses and investors. Due to its success, this area has now become the number one case study in the world on urban regeneration. Karla is committed to world peace and conflict resolution. As a Rotary World Peace Scholar she will soon be leaving to the University of Queenland in Brisbane, Australia where she will pursue a Masters Degree in International Relations. To be considered for the scholarship a student must be able to speak a minimum of three languages.  Karla informed us that Rotary is the only organization in the world that is working for world peace and conflict resolution by sponsoring students. Karla relayed to us that terrorists groups such as Al-Qaeda have been busy recruiting university educated students for years. Her power-point presentation illustrated an aerial view of the twin towers torched by the colliding jets on that infamous day of September 11th. Her presentation brought home the fact that we Rotarians must continue to counteract hate and terrorism by sponsoring students and affording them the opportunity to learn about conflict resolution and mediation and by serving as our ambassadors.
