This agency tracks hot spots for manatee deaths.  And has a database showing that their plight is linked to the upsurge in registered watercrafts. Statewide deaths attributed to collisions are on the upsurge. From 1974-1999, 3,769 manatee deaths.  Dependent calfs separated from mother – deaths.  Canal gate and Locks caused 4% of deaths statewide.  Cold stress 3% .  Power plants on coast have an effluent plume of warm water that manatees congregate around during cold fronts. A count of sea cows is done at the plants.  Strategies in the developed areas are different – a police helicopter is rented for aerial tracking. There are tracking studies with a scar catalogue, carcass salvage.

Habitat - Manatee need warm fresh water, rest, migration and travel corridors to find warm water during winter.  During summer they travel into the center of the state.  Cold water kills them. The seasonality of manatees spikes during winter months with a 10-fold increase. In the morning, during cold fronts, 5-30 manatees can be spotted near the Riviera golf course, the NW side of Virginia key and stadium area, Black Point Marina – for mating and Matheson Hammock marina.  When they feed, a mud plume is formed as they root for sea grass.  November – April is a speed zone in S. Fl. Their need to drink fresh water makes them traverse into the most polluted canals; this is a learned behavior which takes routes that are now the most populated.  

They can be spotted as they come through the intercostal waterway.  There is a bottleneck with boat congestion in the northern Aventura area going north and south. In Dade, 19% of mortality is due to boats and 34% canal gates and locks.   10-12 canals drain the Everglades going to Biscayne Bay.  On Miami River it is quite a bit upstream.  They are physically squashed to death in closing locks.  

Do NOT feed.  They need to fear people. Poaching for food occurs. Rarely see an adult manatee that hasn’t been hit and scarred by a propeller injury.  Sensitive areas deserve highest level of protection – NW corner of Virginia Key – no entry zone. Half of boat basin in Black Point Marina – is designated.  Approved by state of Florida in 1995 plan of habitat protection guidelines.  Most marina development is expedited from this study.  New slips for powerboats are restricted in areas that are bottlenecks.  

Sale of auto tags pays for the dead to be shipped to FL Marine Research institute in Jacksonville.  The population is recovering seemingly, but will boat deaths eclipse the growth? East coast and west coast manatees don’t mix.  The numbers of western ones are recovering but the eastern population is modest to flat – SW not enough data.  Mr. Grossenbacher is cautiously optimistic.  Next year or so there will be a debate to down list them off the state endangered species list.  Time allows us to fill in data gaps and refine the science.  

Policies, Regulations, and Remedies

1. Reverse devises on flood gates and barriers on storm drains. 

2. Vessel speed limits and no entry zones

3. Marine facility siting plan implemented thru coastal permitting

4. Mooring for large freighters with tires and a pipe stopped squishing manatees when pushed to the dock.  

5. Sensors on canal locks and gates

6. Education and awareness
