2001 Rotary Ambassador from Uganda


Past President Diana Phillips introduced Genevieve who earned her undergraduate Degree at Makerere University.  As a Rotary Scholar, she earned her Masters in Political Science at the University of San Diego and was so impressed with Rotary and its work, she decided to continue her relationship with Rotary while she is earns her Ph.D. at Florida International University.


Originally colonized by the British, Uganda is a land-locked country in Central Africa with the Congo on the west, Kenya on the east, Sudan to the north and Tanzania to the south. Considered the "The Pearl Of Africa," there are 21 different languages that are spoken and only two are common to all Ugandans – Bantu and English. Although she grew up in the rural area, her home is now in Kampala, the capital city, and is one of eight children with four brothers and three sisters.
In Uganda, children do not take on the family name as they do in this country, and boy progeny are considered the "bloodline" with many Ugandan males divorcing and remarrying if their spouse cannot produce a male child.  Genevieve reports that the country is making progress in combating AIDS and that Rotary doesn't get enough positive press in her homeland or here in America. Most people in here homeland think Rotary is just for rich people and it wasn't until she became a Rotary Scholar and learned what Rotary does in her homeland and around the world. Overwhelmed by the amount of good that Rotary does, she is excited to finish her studies, go home to teach in the schools and tell everybody what Rotary is doing. She also wants to organize and develop a RYLA program in Uganda so young people can learn about Rotary. Maybe even be the first woman to run for political office.
