This non-profit started five years ago in Miami-Dade County.  It invites the community into the classroom in support of teachers and their students. Donors form partnerships with specific classrooms providing financial and moral support. The result is a meaningful contribution to education in which donors experience the impact of their efforts & celebrate in a classroom's success.

A classroom is selected
For each classroom you adopt, you make a $500 donation. We direct your gift either to a classroom of your choice, or, if you have no preference, an underserved classroom near you.

100% of your donation given to classroom
A merchandise credit of $500 (your entire donation) is established for the classroom you adopted
Teacher orders classroom supplies
Teacher selects and orders resources to enrich the classroom.
Itemized invoice
An itemized invoice is sent reflecting how your donation was spent for accountability.

Correspondence and interaction
The teacher and students of your adopted classroom send letters, art work, and email throughout the school year. You may visit the classroom and become as proactive as your schedule permits.

The first year, seven classrooms were adopted and year two there were 30.  At year three, the program went statewide and in its fourth year it became a national program. Today 5,657 classrooms need your support . 

Teachers order from catalogs on the adopt-a-classroom website.  Then the organization gets a 10% kickback from the sale.  This, plus grants and donations, support the administration costs.  

Yoko Ono, Cameron Diaz, and Donald Trump are famous names who have contributed through parties, donations for auctions or art exhibits.

The Florida Marlins started adopting two years ago and now sponsor 56 classrooms.
