TODAY’S SPEAKER

Ruth, who is 80-years young, a veteran of the Women’s Army Corp (WAC) and earned her BA and MA at the University of Miami, spoke on the history of herstory – the history of women in Miami-Dade County. Recalling that back in 1954, a group of women met at the Douglas Entrance of Coral Gables with the specific idea of amassing a history of women who have contributed to Miami-Dade.
