HORACE FELIU, Mayor

Program Chair Dan McCrea introduced City of South Miami Mayor and South Miami Rotarian: the Honorable Horace G. Feliu who delivered his State-of-the-City address.  Mayor Feliu spoke with pride as he shared many of the positives offered by South Miami. Congratulating and crediting the South Miami Police Department, the mayor pointed out that the crime rate in the city is the lowest it has ever been in the city’s history. There have been no homicides or vehicular fatalities in the last seven years. In fact, the city Police Department is receiving – at no cost to the city – specialized training while working hand-in-hand with the US Secret Service in addressing white collar and computer crimes. 

South Miami boasts of 10,754 inhabitants who reside in a 1.5 square mile area. Of these residents, 50% are Anglo, 45% are African American and 25% are Hispanic.  

The city budget is $10 million and in good fiscal condition. However, the economy coupled with the prior waiving of some tax requirements of the Shops of Sunset Place has reduced revenues forcing the administration to seek ways to “tighten their belt.” Yet, the City has received an unprecedented $10 million in State, Federal and County grants.

The City continues to improve roadway drainage and street surfaces while adding traffic calming enhancements including numerous traffic circles and curved intersections.


Mayor Feliu acknowledged the level of participation by residents with the City in the numerous Boards including the Community Development Board and pointed to Rotarians Victor Dover and City Commissioner and Rotarian Dan McCrea for their participation on the City Mgr Search Committee. 

He was exceptionally proud to have been involved with South Miami earning its designation as one of the Top Ten All-American Cities.  He attributed this honor to the city’s attentiveness to its citizens and to citizen involvement. Currently, the City sponsors 12 Special Events each year, including the Farmer’s Market, Art Expo, Arts and Crafts Festival, the Hispanic Heritage Festival, Safe Streets Halloween, and Santa’s Parade of the Elves.

These improvements have benefited residents in many ways. Homeowners have seen their property tax reduced while the level of municipal services has grown. Drainage improvements have lowered the cost of flood insurance to property owners.  The All-American City designation has made this community very desirable, increasing both the number of new residents and property values.
