Attendance

 “The purpose of Rotary’s attendance requirement is to foster fellowship among club members. Attending club meetings is your opportunity to make new friends and keep in touch with established friends. Meetings also keep you in touch with the current events of your Club, District, Rotary International and often, community happenings. Members are required to: Attend or make up at least 60% of regular Rotary club meetings in each 6-month period. Of these, at least 30% of their home club meetings in each 6-month period. Members must also be present for at least 60% of a Club's meeting for it to count towards the attendance requirement. The Club's by-​laws require the Secretary to notify any member in writing that has missed or failed to submit make-ups for three consecutive meetings. Upon missing or failing to submit make-ups for four consecutive meetings is automatically terminated.

Make-ups

If you cannot attend a club meeting, there are many ways you can still receive attendance credit. These include:

-Attending a meeting of another club

-Attending a meeting of a Rotaract or Interact club or Rotary Community Corps

-Attending certain district or RI meetings

-Participating in a club-sponsored event

-Attending a club board or service committee meeting with authorization of the club board.

Make-ups are to be submitted - in writing - to the Club Secretary. However, in order to get attendance credit, you must attend a make-up meeting or approved event within 14 days before or after the regular time of your missed meeting. 
. Share information about your club.

. Make international contacts for club projects.

Excused Absences

Absences do occur for legitimate reasons, and may be excused when the board considers the conditions and circumstances to be good and sufficient, such as poor health and/or hospitalization. Not too well known is the exclusion of the attendance requirement when the sum of a member's years of membership added to their age equals 85 or more. That member can request the club's board make an exception to the attendance requirement. The member must notify the club secretary in writing regarding their desire to be excused from attendance.”

Topic: Estates of Presidents

“John M. Thompson is a native Miamian and a Coral Gables attorney who has practiced law in Miami-Dade County for the past 45 yrs. He is experienced in all phases of the law but specializes in real estate transactions, estate planning, probate wills, trusts and guardianships. He works with accountants and financial planners in formulating an estate plan for young families and senior citizens as well.”

-Mr. Thompson spoke of the wills of some our presidents however presidents, Lincoln, Johnson, Garfield and Grant died without wills. He informed us that pres. George Washington was one of the wealthiest men of his time. His estate was valued at $530K, which is considered millions by today’s standards. Most of his assets were in real estate. At age 27 he married the widow Martha Curtis whose dowry included 5,000 acres and 49 slaves. Washington’s will left his wife a life estate interest in the bulk of his property, which was then divided among their relatives since they didn’t have any children.
