Debbie Waks introduced South Miami-Pinecrest Relay for Life Chair Debbie Curtin.  Debbie ex-Team-Metro department head is a cancer survival. When she first was diagnosed with the disease she underwent an extensive treatment that she had to quit her job with Team-Metro. She had to undergo a treatment for three and a half years.  

After defeating the disease she is so grateful to the American Cancer Society that she decided to make an active contribution to the ACS through its Relay for Life fund raising events. 

This unique event allows participants from all walks of life, including patients, friends and family; doctors, nurses medical support staff; corporations; civic organizations; churches and synagogues; schools; businesses and community volunteers to form teams of 10 to 15 people and join together to fight cancer. These teams hold fundraisings activities before the event
Relay for Life is a community happening and team event that goes all night long with loads of fun activities, food, music, and entertainment for all.  Relay for Life reminds us that progress has been made in the fight against cancer, and that everyone who participates is making a difference!

South Miami-Pinecrest Relay for Life Chair holds their fund raising event this year at the track of Miami Dade Community College, Kendall Campus on March 21-22.  Last year about 2000 people participated. They were able to assemble 50 teams and raise $108,000. (The second highest after Key Biscayne) this year, they aim to match these excellent results.

The program starts at 6:00 p.m. Friday night with the first laughs, -a walk around the track with survivors-. After the survivors exit the track, every team must have at least a member in the track all the time.

At 9:00 p.m. there will be a Luminaria Ceremony where candles will be lit to remember those who have died and also to honor the survivors.

Fund raising events will be held during the night as well.

The closing ceremony is scheduled for 10:00 a.m.  Saturday. 

Debbie invited us to actively participate in this event, by having a team, by corporate sponsorships or as volunteers in any of the different leadership roles that are available.
