Jack is the president of the District 6990 Rotary Elder Program, serving 50 Rotary Clubs in Broward, Miami Dade & Monroe Counties. Prior to moving to Miami-Dade County in 2002, Jack lived in Key West for 13 years. He is past president of the Rotary Club of Key West, originally founded in 1916. A two term

Assistant Gov. and a past district sec., Jack will serve as Gov. of District 6990 in 2006/07.

Jack informed us of the tremendous demographic shift that is taking place across America in which 75 million baby boomers are reaching retirement. Nowhere else is this shift so clearer than in Florida where 23% of the population is expected to be age 60 or older. The National average is at 12 % or almost half as that of Florida. The Rotary Elder program began in 2002 to address the needs of S. Florida Elders. Philanthropist and Coral Gables Rotary Club member Kirk Landon offered up to 1 million dollars to be used as matching funds to challenge clubs to perform projects benefiting elder citizens. Jack spoke of home repair projects; wellness projects and magnetic I.D. alert pouches that can be placed on refrigerators with critical care information.
