Introduced our speaker: 

Doris Ugarriza- Ph.D. Multicultural Nursing; UM                                         Topic: Multicultural Nursing in Cyprus   

  Dr. Doris Ugarriza is an associate professor at the UM School of Nursing. She teaches NUR 418- Psychiatric Mental Health Nursing and NUR 405- Professional Trends in Nursing. Both courses are taught to senior level BSN students. Doris has submitted two grants for the treatment of postpartum depression and is a proud mother of a daughter that graduated with a Master’s Degree from the School of Communication.

Dr. Ugarriza, a Fulbright Scholar, informed us of the internal strife that is found in Cyprus due to the division between Turk and Greek Cypriots. The division transcends to economics and cultural differences however in many ways are similar in the way they approach healthcare. Both sides for example have Nightingale Schools of Nursing; Medical Model Establishments; Government Schools; curiosity and respect for the other side; community illnesses; similar health beliefs. Both sides have the same incidence of diabetes and an illness known as falecemia , which is a fatal genetic illness.

There is however a huge disparity in resources. The Greek side has greater resources and is technologically advanced in comparison to the Turkish side. Interesting to note that the Turkish side, though poor and with a scarcity of textbooks, seem to value education more than their Greek counterparts.
