A Rotary Moment
Ed Fisher delivered a Rotary moment: For reasons yet as yet unknown, every month in the calendar year carries a special designation with the exception of the “M”  months –March and May. You may recall that July is Literacy Month, November is Foundation Month, and so it goes throughout the year except, again, for the “M” Months. 

So here we are at the doorstep of March and while you may wonder what Rotary’s focus should be as we enter this time period. Relax; there is good news! What Rotary has done I broken down the month into its weekly time frame and there are four elements to Rotary’s objectives in March; and they all focus on youth. 

The week of March 8 through March 14 is World Rotaract Week. Rotaract, as you may recall, is a Rotary-sponsored service club for young men and women ages 18 to 30. Rotaract clubs are usually community-based or university-based and are sponsored by a local Rotary club making them true “partners in service” and key members of the Rotary family.
March 13, is the Presidential Celebration of Interact and Rotary’s Youth Exchange program which will take place at Pigeon Forge, Tennessee.

March 18 is the Presidential Celebration for Literacy and Education in Macon, Georgia.

Then on March 27, you’ll find the Presidential Celebration for the Family of Rotary scheduled to take place in Sao Paulo, Brazil. 

It may turn out that in the future, Rotary may designate March as Youth Service month. Until they do, we can be proud of the programs we here at South Miami do. Our Harry White Scholarships; our sponsorship of Rotary Youth Exchange students with Arne here and Mark Newman in Japan; our support for the Youth Ethics Program initiated by our very own Past President and Past District Governor Roy Gonas, and the list goes as you look backwards in time and see the support we’ve provided to the After School House among so many others. Makes you proud, doesn’t It.!
Our Speaker
Victor Dover introduced Marifeli Pérez-Stable, our speaker this week, who gave us a presentation on her perspective on Cuba.
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Marifeli Pérez-Stable is a professor in the Department of Sociology and Anthropology at Florida International University in Miami and a biweekly, Miami Herald editorial contributor on Latin American topics.  In fall 2003, she was a fellow at the Kellogg Institute for International Relations of the University of Notre Dame.  She is the author of The Cuban Revolution: Origins, Course, and Legacy (Oxford University Press, 1993; 2nd edition 1999); a Spanish-language edition was published by Editorial Colibrí (Madrid, 1998).  Her work in progress, “Cuba’s Long Twentieth Century (1868-2002),” will offer  a political reinterpretation of Cuban history.  Dr. Pérez-Stable chaired the Task Force on Memory, Truth, and Justice which issued the report, Cuban National Reconciliation in April 2003.
Marifeli believes that Cuba has the responsibility to improve relations with the US for the welfare of its citizens.
Just as Vietnam has normalized relations with the US following economic reforms adopted in 1980, Cuba should do the same. The current state of affairs there is one of corruption. 60 to 70% of everything used in the tourist industry is imported.

Cuba hasn’t adapted the socialism reforms that Vietnam and China have endured. 

After the Soviet collapsed, reformers in Cuba called for three fundamental changes:

· Enhance full economic reform
· Direct and Competitive elections to the National Assembly

· Separation of Powers.

These requests were never implemented.

If token changes had been implemented the US could’ve been engaged in renewed talks with Cuba. 

Today, the situation there is so polarized that it needs to move forward. The next political class in Cuba has the responsibility to normalize relations with the US.

Economic reform is a necessity for the improvement of the quality of life of Cuban citizens.
