Ed Fisher delivered the Rotarian moment this week with the interesting subject: The Classification Principle. 

Every Rotary Club uses a classification system to establish and maintain a vibrant cross-section or representation of the community’s business, vocational and professional interest among members and to develop a pool of resources and expertise to successfully implement service projects. To that effect, membership for a particular occupation is limited to no more than 10% of the club membership.  

Classifications are loaned to us. We don’t own them
In the original concept, classification was determined by activities and services to society, rather than by the position held by the particular individual. For example, a member would hold a classification as an Attorney, in lieu of today’s classification as Attorney –Civil Litigation-, or Attorney –International Law-

Dan McCrea introduced Lisa Blair.  She is the executive director of Miami-Dade Family Learning Partnership; she has been in the educational arena for the past 10 years serving as a teacher, principal and reading expert in Miami-Dade County. She holds a master’s degree in educational leadership and was recruited to spearhead literacy for Miami-Dade County under the leadership and direction of David Lawrence and the Early Childhood Initiative Foundation.

Miami-Dade County, the largest county in the State with more than 2.2 million people, has the highest average in the country of under skilled and undereducated people. More that 30,000 children between the ages of birth to 5 do not have health insurance, and 30% or more of the children who enter first grade are significantly behind. Way too many will never catch up and way too many will be candidates for prosecution and prison. David Lawrence past Editor of the Miami Herald wanted to change the fate of these children and in 1999 spearheaded a campaign to create the Early Childhood Initiative Foundation. 

The M-DFLP a coalition of local organizations, is dedicated to and cares about all families of Miami-Dade County

Their collaborative mission is helping families gain the literacy and language skills they need to achieve their goals

The M-DFLP arises from the Miami-Dade Literacy Coalition and its network of literacy providers. Through funding and support from The Early Childhood Initiative Foundation and with full collaboration from the Literacy Coalition Co-Chairs, The Miami-Dade Literacy Coalition evolved into the Miami-Dade Family Learning Partnership.

M-DFLP Focusing particularly in families with young children is working on the following objectives:

Parents as First Teachers. A community-wide survey of activities that focus on core areas of family literacy. It increases its outreach by closely working with Teach More/Love More media campaigns. It also provides a quarterly forum for literacy providers

Children’s Literacy:  Share with private, independent and parochial schools the Florida Partnership for School Readiness approach for implementing a uniform system of school readiness. ESI-K Assessment for 7,000+ children. It also implements and supports countywide transition services that address school readiness and a continuum of services for literacy and language development. Other programs are the Early Author’s Literacy Grant and the Family Resource Kit.

Adult Literacy. Create community-wide system for improving adult literacy; work with corporations to build programs in the workplace. It also supports the initiative from the Region V adult literacy center for Miami-Dade.
