Ms. Bracamonte is a graduate of FIU and has been with United Cerebral Palsy (UCP) for 7 years.  Cerebral Palsy is a condition caused by damage to the part of the brain that controls and coordinates muscular action.

Grace shared with us the fact that UCP serves people with many other types of neurological disorders. These disorders include Down Syndrome, retardation, spina bifida, autism as well as prematurity, speech and hearing delay.

Some of the programs for children include early intervention, early childhood education, homebound, physical, occupational, speech and music therapy. Grace also provided us with a heart-warming film of families with children suffering with Cerebral Palsy. The film gave real life testimony to the wonderful work that is being accomplished by UCP in helping those afflicted lead productive and happy lives.
