A Rotary Moment

Ed Fisher delivered the Rotary moment of this week.

March is the month in which Rotarians and their partners in service celebrate Rotaract, and this year we observe the 36th anniversary of this vital, Rotary-sponsored service club program for young men and women ages 18 to 30. With Clubs in more than 150 countries, Rotaract is preparing some 170,000 young leaders to better serve their communities. 

As Rotarians, we are always looking for ways we can ensure the continued relevance of our organizations. One of the most effective ways to keep in step with the times and prepare for the future is supporting RI’s programs for youths and young adults. Through programs such as Interact, Rotary Youth Leadership Awards, (RYLA), Youth Exchange, and Rotaract, we have a unique opportunity to ready tomorrow’s leaders and expand our efforts to promote goodwill on a global level.

Rotarians play an important role in the Rotaract program, serving as leaders and mentors for an enthusiastic group of young men and women. In turn, Rotarians, reap rewards from their participation. Rotaract members share their youthful energy and enthusiasm with their sponsoring clubs, and contribute fresh ideas for service. Equipped with the skills and inspiration necessary to become leaders in different ways. Whatever their futures hold, the experiences these young adults derive as members of local Rotaract clubs prepare them to carry on our tradition of service.

In addition to celebrating World Rotaract Week, districts everywhere will be holding presidents-elect training seminars (PETS) this month. Our Speaker

Daryl Downs introduced Master Chief R. Bob Browdy. 

Chicago born in 1935, the Master Chief entered the Navy in June 1952 and has served honorably in many areas and on numerous types of naval vessels, such as Amphibians, destroyers, cruisers, aircraft carriers and three of our great battleships: Missouri, Wisconsin and New Jersey. The Master Chief has also been on several special assignments that he volunteered for.

Now with the US Navy League, Master Chief is director of recruiting, education and training, for the U.S. Sea Cadet Corps of the South East!! He also coordinates and supports many programs that provide for the families of shipmates and our nations’ hospitalized veterans. 

Amassing many awards during 52 years of Naval service, master chief loves to let people know that this is “His Navy” and he brings the “Pride, Tradition and excellence” of an adventure. His three loves that are most precious to him are: Our country, our flag, and his family. 

Miami is the only major seaport that does not has a Maritime Museum. That will change when the USS Mohawk, a destroyer along with an all teak mine sweeper will call Miami their new home just north of the Miami Arena. The Maritime museum will be run by the sea cadets, and the City of Miami has pledged to build a new 6 rooms building to serve as its headquarters and service facility.

Master Chief served for many years with the US Nave as chef. Now he will be running the Miami-Dade Maritime Museum with the help of the Sea Cadets.

The cadets are 10 steps higher than the high school’s ROTC. They attend school from 8:00 am to 4:00 pm where they learn everything from medicine, how to cook, aviation,  up to how to fix a diesel engine. Admission is limited to 48 cadets. This year 110 applied for, but due to a limit of 8 cadets for instructors and a shortage of instructors some were not admitted.

Cadets must maintain a minimum of 3.4 GPA and must refrain from consuming alcohol, drugs, and from smoking. They speak to other students once a week about patriotism, and morality. 

Sea cadets are entitled to attend upon graduation any of the three Naval academies: Coast Guard, Merchant Marine, or the Naval Academy, without the need of the usual congressional recommendation.

The Merchant Marine doesn’t accept women yet since it lacks the proper accommodations. 34% of the Sea cadets are females. 

To conclude, Master Chief Browdy reminded us the special meaning of our flag. 58 of his friends were killed in Vietnam, plus he had relatives killed in the Pacific during WWII
