In 1988, the United Nation's World Health Organization, the United States' Center for Disease Control and Prevention and governments around the world joined Rotary as partners, added other childhood diseases and the programs became known as PolioPlus.

MICHAEL C. HARDY, Ph.D.

President and CEO

Performing Arts Center Trust, Inc. 

This non-profit corporation oversees the planning, design, construction and operation of the Performing Arts Center of Greater Miami which is scheduled to open in the Fall of 2004.  The goal is to be the cultural capital of the Americas.

With an overall investment of $370 million, of which $225 is earmarked for construction, this is one of the most important revitalization projects ever undertaken by Miami-Dade.  Located on 5.9 acres in the Biscayne Blvd corridor, the 57,000 sq. ft. center is the largest of its kind in the US after Washington, DC’s Kennedy Center.  Designed by world-renowned architect Cesar Pelli and acoustician Russell Johnson, the Center includes a 2,480 opera house, a 2,200 seat symphony hall, a 200 seat studio theater, and a 57,000 sq. ft central plaza and outdoor performance space.  

The trust will operate the Miami City Ballet, the Miami Grand Opera, the New World Symphony, and the Florida Philharmonic. Strategically located in the Omni-Venetia area on Biscayne Blvd, between 13th & 14th Streets, it is easily accessible by public transportation and highways.  The property was donated by Knight Ridder and Sears Roebuck & Co.  Construction began October 15, 2001 and is slated to finish in 36 months.  

Economic impact studies indicate the Performing Arts Center will generate $100 million in tax revenues over the next 20 years and the surrounding 20 blocks will be revitalized with the "new urbanism's" mixed use growth adding even more vitality to the community.  It will employ 78.
