Our Speaker

Victor Dover introduced Ms. Mari Molina, Development Director for CHARLEE PROGRAM. Mari thanked our Club for the donation received over the holidays thanks to a suggestion from Heather Berry.

CHARLEE Homes for Children is a not-for-profit social service agency providing for the needs of abused, abandoned, and neglected children. The program is mainly funded 90% by the Florida Department of Children and Families. The remaining 10% is funded from private contributions. 

The mission of CHARLEE which stands for Children Have All Rights: Legal, Educational, Emotional is to provide therapeutic, residential, and supportive services to abused, abandoned and neglected children within a safe environment in a community-based continuum of care. Our goal is to enable each child to reach his or her full potential as a healthy and productive adult. 

The program is 20 years old; in Miami-Dade County it owns three residential homes that house 6 children each. In addition, there is the Gladstone Center for Girls where 20 girls, age 3 to 17 years old, that have been sexually abused by their parents live under the protection of the State.

It also supports a Foster Care Network of over 100 homes, a CHARLEE Model Project Foster Homes and Independent Living Apartments, Six Family Care Therapeutic Group Homes and the Buffalo Cove Outdoor Education Center at Hector Hollow in North Carolina.

The program currently serves 500 children, with the goal of reaching 1,000 by next year. The State under Governor Bush has mandated that the care for children be privatized by January first, 2005. 

Among the supportive services provided are: Full Case Management, Medical Services, Therapeutic Services, Educational Support, Transportation, Recruiting, Licensing, Training and Supporting foster families, Adoptions, Independent Living Skills Classes, Job Coaching and others. They provide more than a home; they provide a family to these kids. They just don’t treat kids, they raise them.
