UNITED NATIONS vs. IRAQ vs. USA 

- PUBLIC INTERNATIONAL LAW-

Roy an attorney in International Law touched a very interesting and current subject. The conflict with IRAQ.

Under Public International Law, nations have searched historically for an international organization that with rules and regulations will have a governing body that will address their issues and conflicts and look for a solution. 

In our contemporary history, early 20th century, we saw an attempt to form this governing body with the League of Nations. This organization was not sponsored by the United States. 

On April 12, 1945, after World War II, the United Nations was born, an American president, FDR and 43 Rotarians were involved in it’s creation. It was inaugurated under president Harry S. Truman who was instrumental in adding a provision of self-defense in its charter.

Today debacle with IRAQ could be summarized in the following timeline.

1990-1991 Invasion by IRAQ into KUWAIT.

1991-1998 UN Commission offers resistance to IRAQ through resolution 678 that authorizes an inspection team and the use of all necessary means to uphold and implement its resolution 660 and requires IRAQ to disarm.

1998 IRAQ suspend the inspection program.

1999 IRAQ halts all cooperation.

2000 UN ready to re-start inspection. IRAQ doesn’t allow it.

8/2002 IRAQ invites inspections back.

9/2002 US prepares for war and assures compliance with UN resolutions will be had.
