Rotarians from Six Nations Attend 
Ecuador’s First Project Fair.

Rotary clubs in Ecuador held their first international project fair in Quito on February 28th. Most of the country’s 51 clubs displayed successful and prospective initiatives in hopes of finding international partners.  

In addition to attracting more than 200 Ecuadorian Rotarians, the event drew more than 65 Rotarians from Canada, England, France, Italy Spain and the United States. Most of the projects on display reflected the 2003-04 RI presidential emphases – education, health, poverty alleviation, and the Rotary family.

The fair was a success. Daniel Bonyhadi from the Rotary Club of Fig Garden, Fresno, California, was impressed with what he saw. “Never in my many years in Rotary have I observed more commitment, enthusiasm, and fellowship that what the members of the 45 Ecuadorian Rotary clubs extended to their guests from abroad”. Originally in Ecuador to deliver wheelchairs, Bonyhadi and his team of U.S. Rotarians also made visits to some outstanding projects, including a convalescent’s home, boy’s training school, and an eye hospital under expansion to care for other diseases.

The day after the fair, some Rotarians took a tour of historical destinations in Quito and a monument that marks the imaginary Equator line that runs through the country. Others visited the ecological paradise on the Galapagos Islands or the Amazon forest.

Our Speaker

Darryl Downs introduced our speaker this week: 
Dr. Thomas Hyde with the interesting theme:

Climb of Mt. Kilimanjaro.
Originally from Thomasville South Georgia, he has a doctoral degree in chiropractic. He has worked as a sports consultant, and sports advisor for the University of Miami, the Miami Dolphins and the Pan American games.

He currently gives conferences around the country of sports injury and other health related issues.

He loves to climb mountains. His first experience was in 1968 while he was with the Marine Corps in Japan where he climbed Mount Fuji. The experience delighted him and awoke his passion for the sport.

In 1998 while climbing the Kilimanjaro with some friends the idea of rising funds to benefit prostate cancer survivors was born. One of the friends climbing the mountain had lost his father to the disease earlier that year.

Their goal is to make each one of these mountains climbs a fundraiser event. Each participant commits to raise a minimum of $2,000. A small portion of the funds above this amount goes to contribute to his expenses for the climb at hand. The typical cost of each event is $800 for an 8-day experience plus airfare and miscellaneous expenses. Some mountains will require longer than 8 days to complete.

There are seven summits around the world. Summits are defined as the tallest mountain in each continent. The Acancagua in Argentina takes about two weeks to complete and with a backpack weighting about 65 lbs it requires physical strength, determination and patience to complete this trek to the top.  Not everybody completes it. This past year, he was asked to lead a trip to the Kilimanjaro with 26 participants. They all came from 4 different countries Canada, USA, Ireland, and South Africa.  Kilimanjaro, the tallest mountain in Africa, stands about 19,340 ft. above sea level. The participants were drove to a location in the Kenya’s side of the mountain; at about 3 hours drive from the hotel. They all had hot drinks for breakfast along with eggs, or cereal, a light lunch and dinner with hot drinks as well. A snack was always at hand since Nestle Power Bar sponsored the event.

Next year, they are planning a new event to benefit breast and prostate cancer survivors.

During the last climb he lost an average of 2 pounds per day. Dr. Hyde is a firm believer of the Marine Corps training:

Daily exercise, a good mental attitude and good food to complement it all.
