Wilson Fernandez- Transportation Systems Mgr. (filling in for Jose Mesa, PhD)

Topic: Dade County Traffic Jams
Mr. Fernandez graduated from the University of Iowa (Buckeyes) with a Master’s Degree in Urban Planning. He has worked in Broward County and Iowa City is married and has two children.

Wilson informed us that the Metropolitan Planning Organization is a federally mandated body that organizes transportation plans with the state, federal government and the county. The 22-member board consists of county commissioners and governor appointees. The MPO has four citizen’s committees that address citizens’ transportation interests in Miami Dade and make recommendations to the MPO governing board. He also informed us of the long-range plans with respects to the metro-rail and that there is indeed a long-range transportation plan (LRTP). There is also a transportation improvement program (TIP) that outlines a short-range plan of 5 years and identifies all sources of funding available for that period.
