OUR SPEAKER: 

Ani Karma Chötso 
Center for the Study and Practice of Tibetan Buddhism

Ani began her study and practice of Tibetan Buddhism in 1982 when she met a Tibetan master in New York City. She has taken teachings in empowerments from eminent Buddhists who remain her teachers. She was ordained as a novice Buddhist nun in 1986 before entering her three year three month retreat at the monastery in upstate New York. She has traveled twice to India and Sikkim on a pilgrimage and she has also studied and practiced  in Nepal. In 1996 she came to South Florida to prepare for venerable Lama Norlha’s first visit. After that visit she was instructed to remain in the area and to begin the Center for the Study and Practice of Tibetan Buddhism. Since 1997 she has begun centers in Hollywood, South Miami and the Florida Keys. She gives lectures at Universities, libraries, places of worship and many other venues. She belongs to the Board of Directors of Interfaith of Greater Hollywood, and is very active in community affairs, visiting the sick at hospitals. She also teaches meditation by movement to the inmates at Broward Correctional Facility.

Ani spoke about KARMA, which means Action, Deed. 

The results of virtuous actions are happiness and positive feelings.

The results of non-virtuous actions are pain and suffering. There are three classifications of non-virtuous actions:

Body. i.e.
To kill, to steal.

Speech. i.e. To lie, to slander

Mind. i.e.
Envy, jealousy. 

Violent actions come from mental poison. Violence can’t be appeased with violence but with understanding and compassion.

Intent is a very important aspect of Karma. If a non-virtuous action is committed with the intent of a virtuous one, then the negative Karma is minimized.  

The U.N. has recognized a Buddhist holiday. 

A famous monk spoke about 2500 years ago in India only to Buddhist and instructed them to follow these virtuous practices:

Abstinence, Love & Compassion for all human beings, Honesty, Faithfulness, Truthful Speech, and Sobriety. 

Karma works as an imprint in your mind.  An imprint is a Cause. If we do non-virtuous act it will leave an imprint in our mind.  

The Cause of our Actions is the Results of our Actions.

It is also important to note that as there is an individual Karma there is a group Karma as well. When you belong to a group or society, the actions or Karma of that group or society becomes the individuals Karma as well.

She finished her presentation with a few words from the Dalai Lama:

“Undoubtedly winners and losers are only temporarily, and not everlasting….The defeat of one country impacts us all. …..War is outmoded and it should be relegated to the dust bin of history”
