Caroline Lewis- Director of Education Fairchild    Tropical & Botanical Gardens

Topic: Plants of S. Florida

Caroline Lewis, Director of Education at Fairchild Tropical Garden, has 23 years of experience as an educator, the majority of which were spent as a middle and high school science teacher and as a high school principal at Ransom Everglades School in Miami.

She currently directs Fairchild's education programs that include continuing education courses, volunteer services, and field studies and outreach programs for over 16,000 K-12 students from 152 schools annually. She also coordinates workshops for Miami-Dade County teachers, and has designed and initiated the competitive multidisciplinary Fairchild Challenge program to promote teenagers' environmental awareness, scholarship, and stewardship. The Fairchild Challenge is now being emulated in cities around the country. Born and raised in Port-of Spain, Trinidad, Caroline has also lived in Ontario, Canada and in New York City. Miami has been her home for over 20 years where she currently lives with her husband and two daughters, ages 13 and 14. Caroline has a BS in biology, a REd in middle and secondary school science and environmental science education and an MS in educational leadership. She has a passion for education and considers herself a lifelong learner.

Caroline spoke of her project, The Fairchild Challenge “which fosters interest in the environment by encouraging students to: appreciate the beauty and value of nature, develop critical thinking skills with respect to environmental issues, understand the need for conversation and biodiversity, tap the resources of botanic gardens, arboreta and other institutions for interdisciplinary studies, become actively-engaged citizens in their communities and recognize that individuals do, indeed make a difference.”
