From "adopting" homeless children to serving meals to schoolchildren from low-income families, Rotary clubs worldwide are working to provide education, housing, and a safe, secure environment for needy children. The plight of children at risk merits every effort.

According to United Nations agencies, an astounding number of children worldwide are living under extremely difficult conditions:
Some 40 million children ages 14 and younger suffer abuse and neglect.

An estimated 250 million children, ages 5-14 are working.

More than 100 million children live on the streets, vulnerable to exploitation, drugs, and crime.

Nearly 12 million children under age five die every year from preventable childhood diseases and malnutrition.

Some 130 million children of primary school age, mostly girls, do not attend school, contributing to shorter life spans and greater susceptibility to poverty and illness

Our Speaker

Linda Kaplan introduced our speaker this week: 

Mr. Bernie Siegel. 

His topic was cloning and stem cell research.

Mr. Siegel has practiced law in Miami for 30 years. In December 2002, as a matter of child advocacy, he challenged Clonaid, the mysterious company that allegedly cloned the first child, and compelled it to come to court. The case became a worldwide media event, and Bernie appeared on the CBS evening News, CNN Fox, NBC and in media in every country.

Recognizing that the public was confused about the differences between reproductive and therapeutic cloning of stem cells, Bernie founded the nonprofit Genetics Policy Center, which leads the cause in the United Nations to preserve stem cell research, under threat of being banned. 

The institute will stage a major science conference at the United Nations in June, where leading stem scientists will explain the science of human cloning.

The institute has been instrumental in galvanizing into action patient groups, scientific organizations and ordinary citizens into a strong voice in favor of stem cell research.

Mr. Siegal spoke about the abnormalities that has occurred in animals as a result of cloning. He also publicly inquired as to the location, laboratories and offices of Clonaid. He offered that Clonaid was not even registered and yet was open to receive donations.
