A bureau of Immigration and Customs enforcement, the staff manages operations developed to address intelligence, interdiction and homeland security threats. 

After September 11, the center revised its mission from strictly intelligence support function to a more operational posture. Through Rapid Deployment Operations, federal, state and 67 local Police Departments and 25 Fire Departments, nearly 4,000 cross-designated officers with US Customs Service border search authority, take part in preventing terrorist attacks/threats, intelligence-driven drug interdiction missions, and investigations of anti-drug trafficking laws.

The Southeast Florida quadrant counts with about 1,900 officers among whom are 119 divers who have logged the highest activity in the county, and have been very successful in checking vessels approaching our ports for weapons of mass destruction and drug trafficking. Contrary to some recent reports on the news, Miami-Dade County is well prepared to handle an emergency of terrorist threats.

Dennis has learned the power of Duty, Honor and Service, in the fight against terrorism and drug trafficking.  It has been the binding force in making all these departments work together and cooperate, and it has also been instrumental in securing inspections in private properties with the just the authorization of the owners.

He has summarized all of his experiences and winning strategies in a book, which other Ports and enforcement agencies in the country can follow to help them implement their own Strike Forces.
