Introduced our Speaker: 

Dr. Peter Wendschuh

Topic: Skin Cancer

Dr. Wendschuh received his M.D. degree from the University of Miami in 1978. Prior to that time, as a National Science Foundation fellow, Dr. Wendschuh had earned a Ph.D. in organic chemistry from the University of California at Berkeley in 1971. Dr. Wendschuh completed an internship in internal medicine in 1979 at the Jackson Memorial Medical Center in Miami; he completed a residency in dermatology in 1982, also at the Jackson Memorial Medical Center in Miami. He also earned board certification in the specialty of dermatology in 1982. Since earning his board certification in dermatology, Dr. Wendschuh has engaged in private practice in dermatology. He is currently on the staffs of eight hospitals in the greater Miami area. He is also an Assistant Clinical Professor at the University of Miami Department of Dermatology. Dr. Wendschuh keeps current in the field of dermatology by attending medical conferences at which current developments in dermatology are discussed and by personal contacts and by personal with other physicians specializing in dermatology. In addition, he regularly reads several medical journals, including Archives of Dermatology, Journal of the American Medical Association. Journal of the American Academy of Dermatology, Capsules and Comments on Dermatology and Skin Allergy News. 

Dr. Wendschuh provided us with a very informative slide presentation illustrating the dermatological conditions of patients particularly with regards to the various degrees of skin cancer. Based on national statistics, one in ten of us will acquire a melanoma. Melanomas predominantly afflict Caucasians and are not as common as basal or squamous cell carcinomas however are extremely dangerous. As a result it is very important to treat melanomas at its early stage. Basal and squamous cell carcinomas are the most prevalent and also need to be diagnosed early and surgically removed. The lesions feel sandy with a rough texture and are of reddish to bluish in color. Upon closer examination the borders are irregular and have a tendency to bleed easily. One clue is to determine whether or not using a washcloth causes the lesion to bleed. It is believed that those that suffered severe sunburns in their teen or twenties have a greater propensity for for skin cancer due to damaged DNA by ultraviolet rays.
