A Rotary Moment

Ed Fischer delivered the Rotary moment of the week:

As a reminder of how valuable your support of The Rotary Foundation is, a recent news story reported: Nigerian President Olusegun Obasanjo launched a round of National Immunization Days (NIDs) in Africa's most populous nation following the rescinding of a suspension on eradication activities by several of the country's northern states. 

The effort is part of a regional campaign to immunize at least 63 million children across west and central Africa to counter the spread of polio from northern Nigeria after an outbreak in October 2003 to other parts of Nigeria and into neighboring countries. 

Rumors that the oral polio vaccine contains harmful substances interrupted immunization activities and the resulting outbreak paralyzed nearly a dozen children in Burkina Faso, Ghana, Niger, and Togo, putting 15 million children in those countries at risk. 

The decision by authorities in Zamfara to allow the NIDs to proceed was welcome news towards eradicating the crippling disease worldwide.

Decisions like this by government entities serve as a tremendous reminder of the value of Rotary and the importance of your support for the work of The Rotary Foundation. 

Our Speaker

Victor Dover introduced our speaker this week: 

             Mr. Loren Englebright from Viscaya

Mr. Englebright retired from Eastern Airlines in 1987 where he worked in Human Resources and Marketing. He is working as a guide for Viscaya and shared with us a wealth of information on Viscaya’s history founder and original owner, Mr. James Deering.

Mr. James Deering was educated at North Western University and MIT. After his graduation he went to work for International Harvester Corporation where he traveled extensively and was fluent in many languages.

In 1910 at the age of 54, Mr. Deering who suffered from pernicious anemia retired and went looking for a sight to build his home away from the northern winters. He visited Africa, Europe and Florida. He chose Florida where his family resided and purchased from Mary Brickell most of the property that includes Mercy Hospital, the Planetarium and LaSalle High School. Mr. Deering also owned the south part of Key Biscayne.

Mr. Deering had little or no background in the arts and traveled with his interior designer, Mr. Paul Chopin in order to purchase the many antique pieces that comprise the estate. The antiques were purchased from Venice, Milan, Florence, Portugal and Spain.

Mr. F. Burrow Hoffman from New York was the architect that Mr. Deering hired to build his estate. After much thought and research, they concluded that given the Florida weather the best style for the home should be as an Italian villa.

Due to the onset of WW I construction came practically to halt. This coupled with inherent problems such as mosquitoes, snakes and quicksand caused a delay of three years. On 1916 Mr. Deering was able to spend Christmas in his new home.

In 1925 Mr. Deering passed away and left his property to his nieces and nephews.

In 1952 Mr. Deering’s nieces sold the estate to Dade County for one million dollars including all the furnishings

Viscaya is in the National Registry of Historic Landmarks and is visited by many dignitaries.
