A Rotary Moment

Pansy Graham delivered the moment of the week:

In February 1935, Paul Harris arrived at Yokohama harbor aboard the S.S. President Coolidge. It was the second leg of a long Pacific trip, his first visit to Asia and, “a gala occasion,” as he recalled in his book, Peregrinations, Vol. II, written to document his journeys.”

“A flag bearing the Rotary emblem fluttered in the breeze as we port.” At the time Rotary had been established in Japan for 15 years and there were 22 clubs with a total of about 900 members. (Today, Japanese Rotarians number nearly 108,000 in 2,330 clubs)

The original bust of Paul Harris, presented to him in Japan, is on display in Wallinford, in the “little red schoolhouse” constructed by Paul Harris’ great-grandfather in 1818, which now serves as the Paul P. Harris Memorial Building, and is the home of the Rotary Club of Wallingford.

A life sized statute of Paul Harris to world headquarters in 1993, stands ready to “greet” visitors with an outstretched hand for a welcoming handshake, as he did so many times in life- a true testament to Rotary’s founder, and the enduring roots of Rotary friendship he nurtured in Japan and elsewhere around the world.

Our Speaker

Victor Dover introduced our speaker this week: 
Mr. Patrick Harris with WLRN
Corporate Marketing Representative for Friends of WLRN, Inc.

After 51/2 years, he now raises a half a million dollars per year for WLRN Public Radio& Television. His clients include businesses of all types from single owner small businesses to multi national corporations. He is also very active in our community and participates in many groups including The Progress Club, The Aventura Marketing Council and he is currently the 2004 Chair of the Greater Fort Lauderdale Chamber of Commerce Trustee Program. Patrick’s volunteer activities go beyond his non work related efforts at WLRN and include the Miami Dade County Fair where he is the instrumental music superintendent and a regular volunteer at The Center for Great Apes.

WLRN has 12 employees which raise 4 million dollars/yr. Their license is held by Miami Dade County Public Schools. The station broadcasts via 91.3FM news and information along with jazz and Caribbean music programs and has been selected as best audience growth with over 304,000 weekly listeners. Airing over 80 hours of children’s programs each week it also provides 19 reading access channels into Miami Dade Public Schools. Teachers can choose from over 600 titles!! Another service provided is the Radio Reading Service, which provides special radios to persons that are unable to ready printed material.

Another program offered is “Ready to Learn.” This is an early childhood education program for parents, teachers and childcare providers designed to help children start school “ready to learn”.

Channel 17 has a 4.5 million dollar budget 35% comes from state and federal grants; 30% from Miami Dade Public Schools the balance comes from its over 8000 members and underwriters. Tell your friends and listen for three days…you won’t want to turn it off.
