ROTARY’S GLOBAL EFFORT TO ERRADICATE POLIO.

 

 Rotary’s ambition goal is to eradicate polio from the fact of the earth by 2005 Rotary’s 100th Anniversary.

In addition to raising funds, over one million men and women of Rotary have contributed both time and personal resources to immunize more than 2 billion children in 122 countries.

We are all very aware of the need to fill the funding shortfall and we have done our part to overcome the shortage. What we may not realize is the extent of Rotary’s commitment that do more than just reaching into their packets. 

As Rotary International president points out: “The dedication shown by Rotary members is not only inspiring, but is also a fundamental component of our fight against polio…. thanks to the dedication of Rotary volunteers worldwide, soon there will be one less threat against the children of the world”.

Makes you proud to be a Rotarian, doesn’t it!

OUR SPEAKER:  Mr. MATTY COHEN
Deputy Consul General Of Israel To Florida and Puerto Rico.

Mr. Cohen was born in Jerusalem in 1965.  He achieved the rank of Captain as a member of the Intelligence unit.  He received a B.A. in International Relations from the Hebrew University in Jerusalem and later on, in 1991, graduated from the Israeli Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Cadet Course.

Upon his graduation he served as Assistant in the Latin America and Information divisions in Israel. Matty went on to serve at the embassies of Peru (1993-1996) and Cyprus (1996-1999). Prior to his current appointment in 2001 he served as counselor in the Department of Middle East Economic Affairs in Jerusalem, and was responsible for the economic relations between Israel, the Arab countries, and the Palestinian Authority.  He is married to Shira and they have one son, Eyal.

Diplomatic relations between Israel and the USA are very good. Prime Minister Sharon has visited with President Bush a record 7 times during the last two years. Israel is a democracy with freedom of speech, freedom of the press and free elections. Most of the countries of the world are democracies with the exception of a few including about 23 Arab countries. Democracies need to support the Israel State. Israel has four major problems:

1. - TERRORISM 22 terrorists acts a day accounts for more than 765 Israelis dead and more than 5,000 injured. In a country of 6.6 million people these numbers are significant. Authorities are preventing 85 to 90% of these acts.

2. - IRAN The current Iranian government sponsors terrorism that aims to destroy the State of Israel. They provide money and weapons to known terrorist groups as the Hezbollah, and the Hamas. 

3. - WEAPONS OF MASS DESTRUCTION. He believes that IRAQ had these weapons and they have moved them to Syria.

4. – DEMOGRAPHICS. At the current birth ratio of 1.8% vs. the Arab’s 3.6%, Israelis will be a minority in the region in 10-15 years. 10 million people live in the region between the Mediterranean and the Jordan River. 5.3 million Jews and 4.7 million Arabs, of which 1.3 are Israelis-Arabs. 

 The solution is to separate or to disengage from the Palestinians. The main obstacle to achieving this has been Yasser Arafat and the Palestinians. They have had many opportunities to have their Independent State. The most significant opportunity missed was in 1990 at the Camp David meeting with President Clinton and Prime Minister Barak, Arafat insisted in the right of return of Palestinian refugees that nowadays amount to 3 to 5 millions, with their rights to claim properties. This was not acceptable to Barak and negotiations ended. Today after 2 ½ years of terror and violence, Israelis have new ground rules for negotiations. First stop all violence and incitement within the Palestinian Education System. Second, reform the Palestinian government.  Progress is being made in this area with the sponsorship of the UN, EC, USA and Russia.
