Victor Dover introduced Ms. Crowley who works with Subrata Basu, a beloved, former South Miami Rotarian.   

Gathering historic housing data and projecting land use for the next 20 years are part of the range of responsibilities of Miami-Dade County's planners. Miami-Dade County has a large unincorporated area, along with 31 municipalities. Requests from cities to annex adjacent areas and requests to create new municipalities are reviewed by planning staff. 

How development or conservation of land and natural resources will occur during the next ten to twenty years are expressed in the Comprehensive Development Master Plan (CDMP). Community Planning prepares area reports for areas of unincorporated Miami-Dade County that address urban design and the implementation of future development strategies; conduct environmental assessments and reviews related to programs involving federal funding.

Planning and Zoning support and provides profiles to the 14 elected Community Council boards; studies all applications for changes to municipal boundaries; provides recommendations for the sale of surplus County lands; and administers support to the County's Planning Advisory Board.

Perrine is a community targeted for future rapid growth.  Their charrette, (an intensive, participatory planning process,) was the first step toward a revitalization strategy for an area that faces a range of serious social and economic challenges.  By viewing the county's population growth based on where future transportation hubs will be located, planned growth can be fostered to include livable mixed-use habitats.  

Urban Centers are places where people can live, work, shop at a convenient walking distance, while having access to other parts of the county by way of rapid transit, Miami-Dade County's Comprehensive Development Master Plan, contains directives to promote urban centers in places where transit, roadways, and highways are highly accessible.  Where there are roads - there is development.  Take the randomness out of the development so that the big picture benefits the community and preserves a quality of life.
