Rotary Center of International Studies For Peace and Conflict Resolution
The Rotary Foundation, has allocated $27 million to promote peace and world understanding over a 6 year period, toward the establishment of 7 Rotary Centers 

The Foundation newest educational partnership is with England’s University of Bradford in Yorkshire, France’s prestigious Institute d’Etudes Politiques de Paris. (Science Po), Australia’s University of Queensland, Japan’s International Christian University, Argentina’s University of del Salvador and USA’s University of California-Berkeley and Combined programs of Duke University and University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill. 

The Rotary Foundation will award fellowships on a yearly basis to 70 world peace scholars (10 fellowships per center) for a 2-year’s Masters level degree program focusing on conflict resolution, peace studies and international relations.

The Foundation is providing these fellowships in the hope that today’s scholars will become the international leaders of tomorrow.

Today’s Speaker

Mr. Tom Fiedler
Executive Editor, The Miami Herald
Tom Fiedler, 56, is the executive editor of the Miami Herald overseeing a Staff of nearly 400 journalists at one of the nation’s most respected newspaper. Over a career spanning nearly three decades at the Herald, he has held a variety of assignments including editor of the editorial pages, political editor and columnist, White House correspondent and war correspondent during the Persian Gulf War. He is well known for reporting on numerous political campaigns, including every presidential contest between 1972 and 1996, and for authoring the Florida Institute of Government’s Almanac of Florida Politics.

In 1988 he was awarded the Bronze by the Society of Professional Journalists, its highest honor, for his coverage of candidate Gary Hart’s presidential campaign. He also shared a 1991 Pulitzer Prize for reporting on the political influence of an extremist group.

Mr. Fiedler has been married to Suzanne Bowlin Fiedler since 1968, and has two adult daughters and two grandchildren. He is a lifelong weekend athlete, participating in triathlons, tennis, cycling, skiing and golf.

The Future of The Miami Herald
The Miami Herald will be celebrating its 100 anniversary this coming 15th of September. It started in 1903 as the Miami Daily News in 1911 after coming out of bankruptcy reorganization it changed its name to the Miami Daily Herald and years later it changed its name again to what it is called today The Miami Herald 

To commemorate this special Anniversary, The Herald is going through a process of self-analysis to make sure that the paper will be Miami’s newspaper for the next 100 years. 

They’d commissioned a study to find out what the readers perceive they are getting and what would they like to get. They learned in that study that it did not match with what the Herald was delivering. In order to attract new readers they will go through a sunset-sunrise process and will start doing what they are not currently doing.

A strategy they are following now is to think and do things as if they are starting over again. The Miami Herald has engaged the services of Mr. Mario Garcia a famous newspaper’s front-page designer who redesigned The Wall Street Journal. The goal is to find a design that will catch the Miami atmosphere. Based on research, Miami is getting younger, more Spanish and more female. A case in point is South Beach, a retiree’s heaven in the 70’s and 80’s it was a big base of readers for the Miami Herald.  After the 90’s it has changed dramatically when those elderly newspaper readers have been replaced with younger people with different customs and who don’t read the Herald. The Challenge is to appeal to them, to connect with the next generation and to resonate with their lives. “The Herald is going to cover less shuffleboard and more skateboard issues.” Their vision is to appeal to this new generation without losing the current loyal readers. Changes are going to happen in the next few months.

One of the new ideas being discussed is to become more active with National Public Radio and WLRN. The Herald will be providing the news to WLRN and also will be producing some Market Place programming. 

Finally, Mr. Fiedler pointed out that the press coverage of the War with Iraq was unprecedented due to the Pentagon’s new policy of allowing embedded reporters to go along with the troops as they made progress into Baghdad. This historic event provided a great service to the American public. He gives high marks to the Pentagon for allowing this to happen.
