· Be fair to my employer, employees, associates, competitors, customers, the public, and all those with whom I have a business or profession relationship

· Recognize the honor and respect due to all occupations which are useful to society

· Offer my vocational talents: to provide opportunities for young people, to work for the relief of the special needs of other, and to improve the quality of life in my community

· Adhere to honesty in my advertising and in all representations to the public concerning business or profession

· Neither seek from nor grant to a fellow Rotarian a privilege or advantage not normally accorded others in a business or professional relationship

They serve more than 500 people, 250 folks are in rehabilitation programs every day, 135 people live in their live-in facilities and 40 of those have permanent jobs in the community. Howard thanked us all for the donations in clothes he has received for the Fellowship House. He sees a need for more men’s clothing for a homeless program in Naranja. We had several testimonials of the good deeds of this organization, and Howard accompanied with members of his staff, conducted a survey with the members present.
