TODAY’S SPEAKER


Program Chair Darrell Downs introduced Red Cross Volunteer Mona Ignatz-Adams and Marketing Director Erica Mayor who spoke on the mandated role of the Red Cross in both disaster preparedness and relief. Once notified of a pending disaster, the Red Cross is obligated to set up evacuation centers and shelters, usually within Dade County Public Schools, and which costs $10,000 per day that’s funded out of contributions in spite of the State or County mandate. One hundred percent of their funding comes from contributions of which 95% is spent on relief and five percent is spent on administrative costs.

 The work of the Red Cross includes providing first aid training to the public in CPR and AUD; aiding families displaced by the ravages of fire; plane crashes; life guard certification training; communicating with members of the Armed Forces when sad news from home must be delivered and hurricane preparedness and recovery.

August, September and October are when hurricanes visit Florida and predictions for this year include13 named storms of which five are predicted to become a full-fledged hurricane. The ladies strongly recommended beginning now to establish a hurricane preparedness kit for your home, including food, first aid and three gallons of water per person per day.
