Our Speaker- Brad Vogt from IBB

Brad Vogt, Hollywood resident and fellow Rotarian is executive director of International Book Bank (IBB). IBB coordinates the donating of books to schools and libraries in almost 100 developing countries. IBB a non-profit organization with a 501c3 status sent 1.7 million books to underdeveloped countries last year. Brad who works from his home office sells his program to other organizations and service groups by giving presentations. One of the book publishing companies IBB works with is McGraw-Hill. Brad served as a founding member of the Books for Africa board and was its first treasurer. 

The majority of the books they send are college textbooks, mostly about marketing, management and psychology. Books are sent via containers, which cost approximately $12,000.00/container. Four thousand of which is the shipment fee with the balance going towards company expenses since there are no volunteers.
