Pat “just Pat” Lowenstein

Topic: RI District 6990 Youth Services Program

Pat, a native of Alabama graduated as a nurse from the University of Alabama. Pat is very involved in the community and sits on the Orange Bowl Committee in addition to being our Rotary District’s Youth Services Program Chair.

Pat shared with us that as program chair, she has the best job in the entire district and that we live in the most diverse community in the world. Many people come to live in S. Florida in search of a better life. In seventy eight percent of these new families, both parents work. In many cases their children come home from school only to change and go to work at a McDonalds or other fast food business in order to help support their family. Rotary has seven youth programs and offers support to students who need support and guidance.

Pat went over our seven programs: 

1) Interact (International Action)- A service club for young people ages 14-18

2) RYLA (Rotary Youth Leadership Awards)- ages 15-30 chosen for their leadership potential attend an all expense paid seminar, camp or workshop to learn leadership skills.

3) YEI (Youth Ethics Initiative)-is an independent corporation, federally recognized 501c3 project involving high school students developing programs to enhance understanding and ethics.

4) YouthAct (Youth Action)- is for middle school students (6, 7 & 8th graders) to create ethical programs related to the “4 way test”

5) RYE (Rotary Youth Exchange)- Involving 82 countries and 8,000 students/yr; it promotes cultural exchange for students over a one year interval in another country.

6) RotaKids (Rotary Kinders)- it’s purpose is to build self-esteem and develop leadership qualities of youngsters at the elementary school level

7) Rotaract ( Rotary Action)- for ages 18-30; community or university based to work to augment their skills and knowledge and to address the physical and social needs of their community.
