A Rotary Moment by Ed Fischer:
“As you know, this past Sunday we celebrated Mother’s Day- a day we honor the sacrifices made by women the world over, to manage a household, raise children and put up with the unique idiosyncrasies of men. 

Recently, a California Rotarian, Fary Moini, of the Rotary Club of La Jolla Golden Triangle, garnered national recognition when she was named “Hometown Hero” and received an award from the Lifetime cable network. Moini, led an effort to aid Afghan refugees in Pakistan and Afghanistan, accepted the award during the network’s telecast of its “Lifetime’s Achievement Awards” show in May. 

The famous Mother Teresa has been quoted for saying, “ we all cannot do great things, but we can do small things with love.” During the award presentation, a tearful Moini said, “ I belong to a great organization, Rotary International and with their encouragement, with their support, I was to do these small things with love.”

The awards were created to honor women who work to improve the lives of others. Moini was chosen for the award among 43 women who had earlier received local Hometown Hero awards. She told the cheering audience that she was accepting the ward “on behalf of the children and women in Afghanistan.”

A registered nurse, Moini spent two months as a Rotary Volunteer in Pakistan in early 2002 helping families in refugee camps. Upon her return to California, she raised money to help build a school near Jalalabad, Afghanistan, for the children in the camps to attend after they return to their home country. Construction began earlier this year.

Moini was grateful for the recognition but said that her most significant reward came during time spent with the people she helped.”

Tom Powers of ANGEL FLIGHT

Tom Powers, a native Miamian is a Vietnam Veteran who completed two tours of duty. A helicopter pilot for thirty-five years, Tom is Chairman of Angel Flight and has been involved in this worthwhile cause since 1993. 

Angel Flight Southeast, Inc. is a fully qualified non-profit IRS 501(c)(3) volunteer pilot organization that coordinates free air transportation for public benefit. Angel Flight Pilots generously donate their time, skill, equipment and absorb all related costs in volunteer community service. Angel Flight Southeast flies over 1,000 missions each year. Many missions such as transplant recipients are time-sensitive, making services necessary 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.

For those missions there is a “stand by” crew with 24 hr availability. Angel Flight never charges for any of it’s services however require that financial need is demonstrated in order to help those that cannot otherwise afford flight transportation for medical emergencies.

Disney and other corporations contribute the use of their corporate aircraft to provide much needed transportation to Angel Flight causes.

Angel Flight headquarters are located in Leesburg, FL and have a staff of 4.5 employees. The rest are all volunteers.

What can you do? 

The Angel Flight mission is never routine. While there may be funding available for treatment, neither government, hospitals nor insurance providers pay for patient transportation. The tremendous increase in mission requests means that your financial support is even more vital in order to meet the need.
