Howard Wasserman, Esq. FIU Assistant Professor of Law

Topic: Cheers, Profanity and Free Speech

Howard Wasserman is assistant professor and a founding faculty member at the Florida International University College of Law. He holds a J.D. and a B.S. from Northwestern University.
