Roy Gonas delivered the Rotary moment of this week. 
The topic was the power of the Rotary’s Polio Plus program.

Through matching grants from other organizations, one dollar donated to the Polio Plus foundation will end up as a donation of 5 dollars.

The Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation is donating one dollar for every dollar donated to the Polio Plus Program. The World Bank has also announced an initiative, which will contribute 3 dollars for every dollar donated to the Polio Plus program.

Therefore, every dollar donated to the Polio Plus Program has the potential of a 5-dollar donation.

OUR SPEAKER

Ed Fischer was our speaker this week with the interesting theme THE ART OF PERSUASION.
Of the more than 1600 commercial messages a day that we are exposed to, only 12 create an impact on us. These messages come to us and create a behavior change. We have been persuaded. Persuasion is the art of having somebody do something that otherwise she/he would not do.

There are two basic ways to create change in behavior

Threats (negative) not recommended.

Persuasion (positive). More productive results.

When setting goals we must take the following into account: What is our goal? When do we want the change to take place? Who is the sender? (Credibility is a key element in the message sender) The receiver? 

The message itself and the channel where the message is sent must all be considered.

The receiver of the message must be motivated to act. We start the process by getting the receiver’s attention by expressing an arresting fact, or by doing something unexpected. The attention-getting message must be pleasant to the receiver or something that is relevant to them (supports their wants and believes)

For motivation we must look at Maslow’s hierarchy of needs. We must identify where our target is in this hierarchy to tailor a message for them. 

The rewards must be well defined for an effective motivation. They can be direct rewards such as convenience. Or they could be indirect such as affection, approval, and popularity.

The message itself must also carry an appeal. It could be one of two kinds:

Emotional: People are moved by it

Logical: Business people are moved by it.

Finally, care must be taken in choosing the most effective channel to deliver the message. It could be written or oral.

In summary, creating appeal starts with creating uproar, getting attention, and motivating people to action.
