 Dr. Jerry Goodwin- Dtr of the Sylvester Comprehensive Cancer Center.

Topic: Sylvester Cancer Center

Dr. Jerry Goodwin provided an in depth power-point presentation illustrating the various cancer treatment programs offered through the UM’s Sylvester Comprehensive Cancer Center. The hospital is one of the two specialty hospitals owned by the University of Miami and work in partnership with Jackson Memorial, which is county owned, and taxpayer supported. The UM Sylvester Cancer Center and Jackson Memorial have a combined yearly budget of 2 billion dollars. The Sylvester Cancer Center Programs are divided into four categories: 1) research 2) education 3) patient care 4) community service outreach

There are currently 120 faculty physicians and 98 core research scientists.

The facility provides cancer center support by

1) Bio-behavioral oncology- early detection

2) Molecular oncology & experimental therapeutics

3) Tumor Immunology- vaccines against cancer

4) Viral oncology- using viruses to destroy cancer cells by using them as vectors to alter cancer cell genetics.

UM Sylvester center performed 174 clinical trials last year and received $24,475,000 for research funding of 192 projects!
