Zillman spoke of the future of the Internet as it shifts into Bots, Blogs and News Aggregator technology.  He defined Bot, short for robot, as math formulas or algorithmic scripts which is the reason for the explosive growth of Google as a search engine, which uses key words, or Meta data, to search through 4.3 billion pages.

   A blog, or weblog, is a personal Web site updated frequently with links, commentary and anything else you like. New items go on top and older items flow down the page. Blogs can be political journals and/or personal diaries but more importantly, allow anyone to self-publish on the Internet using audio, video and text, eliminating the need for having a Webmaster design and develop your information in HTML format – the common computer language for the Internet.


The news aggregator is the wave of the future predicted Zillman. News aggregators use Real Simple Syndication  (RSS), specialized software that downloads the latest news that interests you, and displays them in a quick and easy to use files that you can save on your computer.
