Lydia White delivered the Rotary moment of this week. 
The topic of this week What’s a Rotary.

Sometimes in life we will be called on to describe to others what really is a Rotary.

The answer is: Rotary is an international humanitarian service organization. The men and women of Rotary are business and professional leaders who volunteer their time and resources to help others in their local communities and throughout the world. 

Rotary clubs carry out a variety of service projects that address critical issues including poverty, hunger, illiteracy, substance abuse, and pollution.

Service to youth, especially children at risk, is a major emphasis. Working with and for tomorrow’s leaders, Rotary sponsors service clubs for youth and young adults and offers career development and mentoring programs. 

Rotary members dedicate their time, skills, expertise, and myriad other resources toward improving the human condition. Club members support international projects through the programs of the Rotary Foundation. The Foundation was created in 1917 for the purpose of doing good in the world, and is supported almost entirely by member contributions. Organized by Rotary clubs in at least two countries, Rotary Foundation humanitarian grants support projects that provide health care and supplies, clean water, food, job training, and education- particularly in the developing world. 

Rotary promotes cultural understanding and brings people together, even when they live worlds apart. Rotary’s exchange programs foster the free flow of ideas and opportunities across national borders. Through Rotary, youth, scholars, and professionals experience the culture and people of another land- and return home to share their new understanding with others. 

Rotary is service-driven. Belonging to a Rotary club gives men and women an organized outlet for contributing to their community and the world we live in.

OUR SPEAKER

Dan McCrea introduced our speaker of this week Dr. John Cloud Van Leer who presented the interesting topic RISING SEA LEVELS.
Dr. Van Leer earned a B.S. in Mechanical Engineering from Case Institute of Technology in 1962. Worked 3 years at MIT Instrumentation Laboratory testing among other things inertial guidance systems for ballistic missiles and MIRV prototype reentry vehicles.

Earned a joint ScD degree from MIT and Woods Hole Oceanographic Institution in 1971 under professor Henry Stommel. 

He worked for the University of Miami Rosenstiel School of Marine and Atmospheric Science teaching and doing Research in Physical Oceanography for the next 32 years. His works has taken him from the tropics to the high Arctic with a total of more than 3 years at sea. He continues to design and use robotic vehicles to measure profiles of the upper ocean. Sails cruising multihulls and dives for recreation. He is Vice Commodore of the Multihull Association of South Florida and Vice-President of the Lake Belmar Homeowners Association.

The earth is very old, it was formed 4.6 billions years ago. It is difficult to understand the changes that have transformed the earth over the ages. Just as a butterfly that lives for a few days can’t understand the significance of the changing of the seasons, for mankind it’s difficult to understand the full impact that our behavior leaves on Earth. 

It is a fact that the earth is warming up. According to a study published many years ago in the scientific European journal AMBIO, higher levels of CO2 increase global warming. The concentration of CO2 in our atmosphere today is the highest in record for the past 160,000 years. As the concentration of CO2 increases, the levels of Oxygen decrease. The 5 major polluters in the planet in 1990 (in tons of Carbon per person per year) were: USA with 5.4 tons; Canada with 4.3; Germany with 3.4; Denmark with 2.7 and Japan with 2.3 tons. At this rate, the last gasp of Oxygen in planet Earth will be consumed by the year 5,169. 

As the planet Earth warms up, sea levels have risen.  The salt water of the oceans then penetrates into the underground water reservoirs affecting the quality of the drinking water, and floods the lowlands used in many countries to grow rice and other grains. These problems have to be addressed to avoid bigger problems tomorrow.

Dr. Miller who will also receive an award for his work in this subject will present the lecture at the University of Miami Rosenstiel School’s Auditorium at 10:30 am
