 Dr. James R. Webb- Professor of Physics; 

Director of the SARA Observatory; Florida International University

Topic:  Is there life in Outer Space?

Dr. Webb holds a PhD in Astronomy from the University of Florida as well as an M.A. in Astronomy and specializes in public lectures on Astronomy and Physics. He is the recipient of the Excellence in Teaching Award in 1995. Dr. Webb is editor of conference proceedings in Extragalactic Astronomy.

Dr. Webb began his lecture with a power point presentation illustrating the Scientific Model:

1) Observe phenomenon

2) Formulate specific theory or model to explain

3) Make a precise prediction based on the model

4) Test prediction: If true go to 3; If false go to 2.

Dr. Webb stated that most UFO books do not use this model, which tends to weaken their conclusions. According to Dr. Webb there has been no shred of evidence that points to the existence of UFO’s or extraterrestrial beings. Dr Webb shared with us that scientists have tried to no avail to create a “primordial soup” that may bring together the necessary amino acids which in turn form proteins and thereby a small semblance of life. (Editors note: Why not consider that God has something to do with all of this?) Astronomers, physicists and biologist do however believe that there is a possibility of life existing in the universe. Dr. Webb illustrated the famous Drake Equation, which calculates the probability of life in other planets given every variable. The most optimistic calculation yields 1,274 planets with life while the most pessimistic yields a tiny fraction or virtually none. Given that it takes 4.3 years traveling at the speed of light to reach the closest star, radio emissions from our planet is the most inexpensive and has the most chance of contacting alien civilizations.
