TODAY’S SPEAKER



Past President Doug Weinman introduced his houseguest and Rotary Scholar Ralph Goeckmann, who spoke of his homeland and of his life in America.


Ralph is a native of Schorndorf, Germany, located some 39 kilometers east of Stuttgart. The city was destroyed by fire in 1634 and rebuilt. It is the home of Gottlieb Daimler, who invented the four-cycle gasoline engine, the first motorcycle and ultimately, manufactured the automobile. In 1826, Daimler joined with Benz, and today, the company is known as Daimler-Chrysler. 


Ralph showed slides of his hometown and a map of Germany explaining that the country went from nine to sixteen states following reunification with East Germany. Today, there are 82.1 million inhabitants, including 7.3 million non-Germans in 356,970 km2.


His grandfather founded and built Shock slides, drawer and cabinet slides, which today, boast of 500 employees worldwide.


Ralph was profusely thankful to Rotary for the friends he’s made amongst other exchange students and has mixed emotions about returning home.  On one hand, he’s excited to return to his family and on the other hand he laments saying goodbye to his new friends. He expressed his appreciation to local Rotarians for the trips to Disney World, the Bahama Islands, Indian river and all the many wonders in District 6990.


He summarized his year by adding that his experience here has made him more focused and more confident.
