She fulfilled her dream when she graduated and went to work for the Miami Herald. She was the first person hired by a major newspaper to edit the letters received from readers.

Back at that time she received about 100 letters a day. She will read them all and select the most relevant ones for the Editors to read. She would also make notes and pin point the most important facts that readers wanted to convey in those letters.

Today, The Herald receives about 300 letters a day. 

There are 2 myths about the letters that she will like to dismiss.

Myth #1 Editors write some of the letters.

Myth #2 Only prints letters that agree w/Editorial Policies.

When The Herald went completely digitalized, she had to learn how to use the computer. It took her 5 days to learn how to use it and it wasn’t easy.  She now understands why they call it the cursor. Maxene says: “It makes you want to curse a lot.”

OUR SPEAKER
Dan McCrea introduced our speaker of this week Mr. Jim Murley who presented the interesting topic SOUTH FLORIDA REGION EMERGING TRENDS.
Jim is director of Florida Atlantic University’s Center for Urban and Environmental Solutions, located in Ft. Lauderdale. He is an attorney and an urban planner. He is former secretary of Florida’s Department of Community Affairs, responsible for emergency management; housing and local land use plans. 

Jim’s center does research on regional trends in S. E. Florida 

The MSA of South Florida is the 6th largest in population growth in the country. It is expected to grow by an additional 2.5 million people in the next 20 years.

The region has recovered from a decline in domestic tourism by attracting international tourism; it is also home to the state most productive agricultural counties: Miami-Dade and West Palm Beach.

The region is developing several promising growth. It is positioning itself to acquire the infrastructure necessary to help grow these new, but needs to invest in educating the work force they will require. The region is not doing a good job of training its future work force.

Recent engineering projects have opened hundred of thousands of acres for development, but the result has been a gross imbalance in natural systems. The challenges to the ground and surface water quality are critical. Significant State and Federal funding, amounting to $7.8 billion, was recently allocated to help restore the region’s natural balance. Without altering patterns of land development, the problem of “getting the water right” may be more difficult, if not impossible, to solve.

Finally, the free movement of people and goods through the region is an important aspect of its quality of life, as well as its economy. Motorist is increasingly stuck in traffic. Miami is one of the nation’s most congested metro area.  Building roads just to accommodate new population will cost over 7.6 billion over 25 years.    

NEXT STEPS: In an interconnected global economy, sustaining the success and enhancing the quality of life of individual’s communities requires working more effectively as a single region. Look at highway congestion and threats to the environment; any single community does not cause them.  Here are some ideas:

Keep tracking key trends.

Create greater environmental awareness

Keep an eye on the changing dynamics of the region.

Use the mass media to help promote greater regional awareness.

Foster more regional collaboration among local governments

Promote regional collaboration between the public, private and non-profit sectors.

Show the way through demonstration projects

Train people to be regional leaders
