Dr. Smith is married to Roy Gonas, a member of our South Miami Rotary Club, past President of our Club and Past District 6990 Governor.  Dr. Smith is concluding her post-doctoral residency in Geropsychology, Neuropsychology, Pain and Palliative Care at the Miami VA hospital.  She earned a Bachelor of Arts in Economics from the University of California at Los Angeles, was awarded a Master’s Fellowship in Public Policy Análisis with the CORO Foundation in Los Angeles and earned her Doctor of Philosophy in Psychology from the University of Miami.  Dr Smith spoke to us about Psychological Predictors of Disease Progresión in Cancer Patients.  Her discusión was broken into three areas, Introduction of Health Psychology and “Mind Body Connections, Major PsychoOncology Recurrence/Disease Progresión Studies, and Current Emphasis & Future Directions.  She showed that there was very little continuing evidence that showed positive mind body connections helped retard the progress of cancer.  There was a study showing a positive relation between stress and the healing process, which concluded that adding stress to a cancer patient by impressing the importance of keeping a positive attitude (which was found not to be overly effective) could in fact slow the healing process.
