One that may be new to you is the Rotary Community Corp, established in 1985 to deliver programs especially designed to spur economic development and self-sufficiency in communities around the world.

Another is the Rotary Volunteers, which embodies Rotary's motto Service Above Self. This program encourages Rotarians to become actively involved in hands-on projects that provide opportunities for Rotarians and other skilled professionals to offer their services and expertise to local and international humanitarian projects.

Another program you may not be familiar with is the Open World Program. Authorized by the U.S. Congress, Open World brings emerging Russian leaders to communities across the United States to expose them to American democracy and free enterprise in action.

OUR SPEAKERS

Dan McCrea introduced our speakers of this week Cathy Gilbert and Steve Showen from the Innovations in Democracy Committee of the Miami-Dade Election Reform Coalition with the interesting topic Instant Runoff Voting
After the last presidential elections in Florida, an Ad Hoc committee, The Election Reform Coalition was formed to address reforms in our election system.

Among the findings the coalition identified that the runoff elections have 3 fundamental problems:

1. - Low turnout of the electorate.

2. - The cost is very high

3. - It takes at least 4 weeks to prepare the county for a new election.

However, runoff seeks to assure that in single-seat elections the winning candidate has the support of the majority of voters, rather than the mere plurality. In a majority system candidates must gain the support of more than 50% of voters, while a plurality system can reward extreme candidates who couldn’t gain 50% support, but might win the most votes in a fractured field. Runoffs indeed can be valuable in determining the community consensus and protecting voters from unrepresentative leaders. 

The Election Reform Coalition has suggested the use of Instant Runoff Voting. By using it, the goal of the majority winners can be achieved in just one election. By eliminating an unnecessary trip to the polls, IRV saves significant tax dollars, reduces candidates’ needs to raise money and maximizes voter turnout.  If desired, it is even possible to fold primary elections into the general election.

This alternative form of voting is being used by the State of California, The “Oscars” Academy Awards and is recommended by Robert’s Rules of Order. South Florida will use it next November and 18 other States are looking at it.

The way IRV works is as follows:

1. - Voters go to the polls and mark their favorite candidate on their ballot as their first choice. At the same time they can also indicate their runoff choices by ranking candidates in order of preference 1,2, 3.

If no candidate is the first choice of at least half of the voters, a runoff count is conducted. The counting of ballots simulates a series of runoff elections, eliminating the candidates from the bottom who have the least support. In each round, every voter’s ballot counts as a single vote for his her top-ranked candidate who is still in the running, as indicated on that voter’s ballot. Candidates with the least support are eliminated until there are just two remaining. The finalist with the highest number of votes is elected by a majority.
