Today’s Speaker: Ms. Rosemarie Roth, Esq.

Ms. Roth is a Family Law attorney practicing Collaborative Family Law.  Ms. Roth atended law school alter raising her family and seeing her children off to collage.  She has been practicing Family Law for twenty years.  Ms. Roth focused on Family Law because of her concern for the children and how they are affected in divorces.  In 1999, she started the Collaborative Family Lawyers Institute to begin providing an alternative to litigation in family law.  The process of Collaborative Family Law requires both parties, represented by independent counsel, to enter into a Participation Agreement wherein they must agree to work together in a non adversarial environment to reach a mutual agreement on how to dissolve their marriage.  The process is designed to avoid hostilities that are quite common in divorce.  The process utilizes independent consultants where necessary, such as financial analysts, accountants, appraisers and psychologists.  If necessary, independent mediators may be used to resolve issues.  If either of the parties becomes adversarial, and the parties cannot agree to agree, then both lawyers must withdraw from the case and assist their clients in obtaining counsel to pursue traditional litigation to dissolve the marriage.  The practice of Collaborative Family Law is supported by the Florida Supreme Court and the Collaborative Family Lawyers Institute currently has 31 members in South Florida.
