                 Topic- Ethics

Kenneth W. Goodman, Ph.D, is co-director of the University of Miami’s Ethics Programs and founder and director of its Bioethics Program and its Pan American Bioethics Initiative. He was sponsored by the Rotary Club of Daytona Beach as a Rotary Scholar at the University of Essex in the United Kingdom in 1981-1982. His degrees include a B.S. in journalism from the University of Essex, and a Ph.D. in philosophy from the University of Miami.

Dr. Goodman is an Associate Professor in the University of Miami’s Department of Medicine, with appointments in the Department of Philosophy, School of Nursing, and the Department of Epidemiology and Public Health.

In April, he was a keynote speaker at the Youth Ethics conference jointly sponsored by Rotary and Kiwanis and initiated by our own PDG Roy Gonas.

Dr. Goodman shared with us that there was a causal relationship between him being a Rotary scholar and the study of ethics.

Rotary’s Four Way Test provides all of us with a framework to build upon. Dr. Goodman related that there is a distinct difference between integrity and ethics. It is not necessarily the following of all the rules that is important but the tough calls whereby you have to use critical thinking to derive at the decision. The use of the Four Way Test helps us to make the ethical decisions.

The Youth Ethics Commission has helped many youths begin and lay the foundation for the type of critical thinking that will be required of them. Issues from abortion to conduct in sports were discussed. 

Should a football player that knows he did not catch the ball but trapped the ball under him admit it to the referee after having been credited with the catch? What will his teammates say? What will his fans say? What will his wife say? Will the coach kick him off the team for telling the truth? Answer: Withholding information is deceptive and the same as lying.
