Today’s Speaker: Bud Wallen, Chairman of Florida Committee for Employer Support Guard & Reserve (ESGR)

Bud is Chairman of Area 15, since early 2001. Area 15 has 16 volunteers, 4 of which are Ombudsmen. Since 9-11, the Area 15 committee has provided deployment briefings and ongoing information and support for all of the Reserve & Guard military units, from the Broward County Line to Key West.  Bud is a graduate of Rutgers University and served honorably as a US Marine during the Korean War. Bud informed us that the ESGR is an agency within the Office of the Assist. Sec. of Defense for Reserve Affairs, which operates programs directed toward U.S. employers, employees and communities to ensure understanding of the role of Reserve component members. He shared with us that many employers do not understand that Reservists have rights with respect to their employment should they be called away to serve their country. ESGR members are volunteers that provide briefings for all soldiers being deployed as well as those that return. Many serve as Ombudsman to resolve issues between employee/Reservists and employers.
