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 Darrell Downs Introduced Today’s

Speaker: Patricia Harris- President; TREEmendous Miami, Inc;  

Topic: tree mendous Miami

Patricia (Patty) Harris is a long-time Miami legal secretary who has been with the same law firm for over 12 years. Patty shared with us that in 2004 TREEmendous planted 794 trees in Miami Dade County. As a result of Andrew as well as the State’s citrus disease control program, over 500,000 trees have been lost. DERM  (Dept. of Environmental Resources Management) called on a non-profit group called American Forest to provide a study and give an analysis of the county’s tree coverage. The report concluded that where the average American city had 30% to 35% tree coverage, Miami Dade’s urban areas averaged only a 10% tree cover. DERM, alarmed at this finding petitioned the state for money to re-forest Miami Dade and as a result 6 million dollars was awarded in 2000 to implement a program to re-plant private properties through tree adoptions. Each year Miami Dade County homeowners may adopt up to 2 trees per household per year for free.  Local nurseries grow all of the trees. 

Did you know that a well forested community can reduce storm water runoff by up to 15%, increase the value of your home, reduce cooling cost by up to 30%, improve air quality, combat global warming and filter noise?
